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Singer Targets Tory Marginals with Vote-Swapping Campaign

Singer and political activist Billy Bragg today launched a vote-swapping campaign aimed at defeating
Conservative party candidates including shadow Chancellor Oliver Letwin.

He said Labour and Liberal Democrat voters should work together to vote tactically to target
